Mr. Kalynuk and his son Jon recently returned from a very adventurous trip to China. 
They were impressed with the history and culture of this great nation which has  a popu-
lation of  over 1.4 billion people. While in China they had the opportunity to visit several 
schools, they walked on the Great Wall of China, visited Tiananmen Square and the For-
bidden City in Beijing, visited the Terracotta Warriors in Xian which date back to 210 BC, 
toured a Buddhist temple, enjoyed the panda bears in the Shanghai Zoo, the Oriental 
Pearl Tower in Shanghai and many other sites. China has undergone dramatic change 
since 1992 when it first allowed private enterprise and opened her doors to foreign capi-
tal. New buildings, new roads, new airports and new cities have sprung up like bamboo 
shoots and cars are replacing the bicycle as the main mode of transportation.
